Perry, et al. Upon consideration of the application for stay presented 
to Justice Kennedy and by him referred to the Court, it is ordered that 
the order of the United States District Court for the Northern District 
of California, case No. 3:09–cv-02292, permitting real-time streaming 
is stayed except as it permits streaming to other rooms within the 
confines of the courthouse in which the trial is to be held. Any addi­
tional order permitting broadcast of the proceedings is also stayed 
pending further order of this Court. To permit further consideration 
in this Court, this order will remain in effect until Wednesday, January 
13, 2010, at 4 p.m. eastern time. Dissent by Justice Breyer. I agree with 
the Court that further consideration is warranted, and I am pleased 
that the stay is time limited. However, I would undertake that consid­
eration without a temporary stay in place. This stay prohibits the 
transmission of proceedings to other federal courthouses. In my view, 
the Court’s standard for granting a stay is not met. See Conkright v. 
Frommert, 556 U. S. –––, ––– (2009) (slip op., at 1–2) (Ginsburg, J., in 
chambers).

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Statement Concerning the Supreme Court’s Front Entrance 

Memorandum of Justice Breyer, with whom Justice Ginsburg 
joins. 

I write with regret to note the closing of the Court’s front entrance. 
The Supreme Court building is currently undergoing extensive con­
struction, and the Court has decided that, after this construction is 
completed, visitors to the Court—including the parties whose cases we 
decide, the attorneys who argue those cases, and the members of the 
public who come to listen and to observe their government in action— 
will have to enter through a side door. While I recognize the reasons 
for this change, on balance I do not believe they justify it. I think the 
change is unfortunate, and I write in the hope that the public will one 
day in the future be able to enter the Court’s Great Hall after passing 
under the famous words “Equal Justice Under Law.” 

Cass Gilbert faced a difficult problem when he was commissioned to 
design the Court’s present home. The Court was to be built on a 
small, irregularly-shaped plot of land adjacent to both the Capitol and 
the Library of Congress, two powerful and prominent architectural 
competitors. How was Gilbert to create a distinctive, yet fitting, home 
for the Court in these circumstances? 

Gilbert’s solution was to design an entrance that, in the words of 
architect and lawyer Paul Byard, “emphasiz[ed] the processional prog­
ress toward justice reenacted daily in [the Court’s] premises.” Start­
ing at the Court’s western plaza, Gilbert’s plan leads visitors along 
a carefully choreographed, climbing path that ultimately ends at the 
courtroom itself. The Court’s forty-four marble steps, the James 
Earle Fraser sculptures Contemplation of Justice and Authority of 
Law, the Western portico with its eight pairs of columns standing high 
above the removed wings of the building, the Great Hall—each of these 
elements does its part to encourage contemplation of the Court’s cen­
tral purpose, the administration of justice to all who seek it. 

But the significance of the Court’s front entrance extends beyond its 
design and function. Writers and artists regularly use the steps to 
represent the ideal that anyone in this country may obtain meaningful 
justice through application to this Court. And the steps appear in 
countless photographs commemorating famous arguments or other mo­
ments of historical importance. In short, time has proven the success 
of Gilbert’s vision: To many members of the public, this Court’s main 
entrance and front steps are not only a means to, but also a metaphor 
for, access to the Court itself. 
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This is why, even though visitors will remain able to leave via the 
front entrance, I find dispiriting the Court’s decision to refuse to permit 
the public to enter. I certainly recognize the concerns identified in the 
two security studies that led to this recent decision (which reaffirmed a 
decision made several years ago). But potential security threats will 
exist regardless of which entrance we use. And, in making this deci­
sion, it is important not to undervalue the symbolic and historic impor­
tance of allowing visitors to enter the Court after walking up Gilbert’s 
famed front steps. 

To my knowledge, and I have spoken to numerous jurists and archi­
tects worldwide, no other Supreme Court in the world—including 
those, such as Israel’s, that face security concerns equal to or greater 
than ours—has closed its main entrance to the public. And the main 
entrances to numerous other prominent public buildings in America 
remain open. I thus remain hopeful that, sometime in the future, tech­
nological advances, a Congressional appropriation, or the dissipation of 
the current security risks will enable us to restore the Supreme Court’s 
main entrance as a symbol of dignified openness and meaningful access 
to equal justice under law.

The Chief Justice said: 
“It is my very sad duty to announce that Martin David Ginsburg, 

husband of our colleague, Justice Ruth Bader Ginsburg, died yesterday, 
June 27, 2010, at home in Washington, D. C. 

“Martin Ginsburg was born in Brooklyn, New York on June 10, 1932. 
He earned an A.B. from Cornell University in 1953 and a J.D. magna 
cum laude from Harvard Law School in 1958. 

“Martin Ginsburg and Ruth Bader Ginsburg met at Cornell on a 
blind date in 1951 and were married on June 23, 1954 at his parents’ 
home on Long Island. 

“Martin Ginsburg served in the United States Army from 1954 until 
1956 and was stationed at Fort Sill, Oklahoma where he taught in the 
artillery school. He had a distinguished career in the law, first in pri­
vate practice, and later as a renowned law professor known not only 
for his academic contributions, but also his sharp wit and engaging 
charm. He began his career as a tax professor at New York University 
Law School and continued at Columbia Law School. When Ruth Bader 
Ginsburg was appointed to the United States Court of Appeals for the 
District of Columbia Circuit in 1980, Martin Ginsburg joined the faculty 
of the Georgetown University Law Center. He was a visiting professor 
at Stanford Law School, Harvard Law School, University of Chicago 
Law School, and New York University Law School. He served on many 
advisory boards and deservedly won numerous academic accolades and 
awards. He was a member of the Bar of this Court. He was also a 
gourmet cook. 

“Martin Ginsburg was as loving as he was gifted. He was a devoted 
husband, father, and grandfather, and he was a dear friend to everyone 
here at the Court. As a mark of our sorrow and affection for Martin, 
Justice Ginsburg, and their family, the journal of the court will note 
that the adjournment of this Court today is in honor of Professor Mar­
tin David Ginsburg.”

who shall see these presents, Greeting: Know ye; that reposing special 
trust and confidence in the wisdom, uprightness, and learning of Elena 
Kagan, of Massachusetts, I have nominated, and, by and with the ad­
vice and consent of the Senate, do appoint her Associate Justice of the 
Supreme Court of the United States and do authorize and empower 
her to execute and fulfill the duties of that office according to the Con­
stitution and Laws of the said United States, and to have and to hold 
the said office, with all the powers, privileges, and emoluments to the 
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same of right appertaining, unto her, the said Elena Kagan, during her 
good behavior. 

“In testimony whereof, I have caused these letters to be made patent 
and the Seal of the Department of Justice to be hereunto affixed. 

“Done at the City of Washington, this Sixth day of August, in the 
year of our Lord Two Thousand and Ten and of the Independence of 
the United States of America the Two Hundred and Thirty-Fifth. By 
the President: Barack Obama. Eric H. Holder, Jr., Attorney General.” 

The Chief Justice said: 
“I now ask the Deputy Clerk of the Court to escort Justice Kagan to 

the Bench.” 
The Chief Justice said: 
“Please repeat after me. I, Elena Kagan, do solemnly swear that I 

will administer justice without respect to persons, and do equal right 
to the poor and to the rich, and that I will faithfully and impartially 
discharge and perform all the duties incumbent upon me as Associate 
Justice of the Supreme Court of the United States under the Constitu­
tion and Laws of the United States, so help me God.” 

The Chief Justice said: 
“Congratulations. Justice Kagan, on behalf of all of the members of 

the Court, it is my pleasure to extend to you a very warm welcome as 
the 100th Associate Justice of the Supreme Court of the United States. 
We wish for you a long and happy career in our common calling.” 

Justice Kagan said: 
“Thank you.”
