QUESTION PRESENTED:

Whether the Supreme Court of South Carolina erred in holding-in conflict 
with twenty-two federal courts of appeals and state courts of last resort-that an 
indigent defendant has no constitutional right to appointed counsel at a civil 
contempt proceeding that results in his incarceration.
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
