man to another.

The brief of respondent in this case is ordered to be stricken from
the files as not printed in accordance with the rules, and also for

Suggestion has been made that there should be issued against the

author of the offending brief in this case a rule to show cause why
he should not be committed for contempt, but it is thought that this

expression of the Court will be sufficient to prevent recurrence.

It is therefore considered and ordered by the Court

:

1. The payment by the clerk to various claimants of items aggre-

gating $1,914.58 is approved and the clerk shall have credit accord-

ingly in his accounts.

2. The clerk shall retain for the time being the two items of $381.80

and $2,612.26 before specified and shall continue his efforts looking to

the ultimate payment of these items to the rightful claimants. A
further report on these two items shall be made by the clerk before

the close of the present term.

3. The clerk is directed to pay the sum of $2,494.85, being the

aggregate of unclaimed items, into the Treasury of the United States,

to be there held and disposed of as is now or may be hereafter pro-

vided by law. Such payment into the Treasury shall be accompanied
by a certified copy of the order of February 20, 1928, of the clerk's

report thereunder, and of this order; and when such payment is

made the clerk shall be entitled to credit accordingly in his accounts.

ORDER

By acts of Congress January 31, 1928, and April 26, 1928, the

issuing of writs of error by this Court was abolished and such cases

are now made reviewable by appeal but under the same restrictions

and limitations as formerly required on writs of error. To meet

the legislative changes in this and other respects new rules were

adopted and made effective July 1, 1928. In order to prevent baseless

appeals for which there is no jurisdiction, before they are reached

for hearing, appellant is required to file a printed statement disclos-

ing the basis upon which jurisdiction of the appeal is asserted, in-

cluding the statutory provisions on which it is based, the pertinent

pages of the record, the nature of the case, and other specifications

required by the rule. The appellee is given time in which to file

an opposing statement. On the second motion day after the expira-

tion of the period for filing the statements as fixed in the rule, they

are to be submitted by the clerk to the Court. If the Court find that

the statements indicate probable jurisdiction, an entry showing this

will be made in each case. Should the Court find that there is no

showing of jurisdiction by appeal, the case will be dismissed. If the

appeal is from a final judgment or decree of a state court, and
under section 237 (c) the would-be appellant is entitled to have his

appeal treated as a petition for certiorari, the Court will consider

the petition and make proper order thereon.

These appeals have been fully argued and considered, but in the pres-

ent situation we find that they present moot issues and that further

proceedings upon the merits can neither be had here nor in the court

of first instance. To dismiss the appeals would leave the injunction

in force, at least apparently so, notwithstanding that the basis there-

for has disappeared. Our action must, therefore, dispose of the

cause, not merely of the appellate proceedings which brought it here.

The practice now established by this Court under similar conditions

and circumstances is to reverse the decree below and remand the cause

with directions to dismiss the bill. The order will be, therefore, that

the decree is reversed with directions to the District Court to dismiss

the bill of complaint without costs, because the controversy involved

has become moot and, therefore, is no longer a subject appropriate for

judicial action.

Appeal from
the District Court of the United States for the Eastern District of

Louisiana. Per curiam: This is a suit to prevent the enforcement

against the plaintiff of a statute of Louisiana (Act 5 of 1928)

amending a prior statute (Act 140 of 1922) imposing a severance

j

tax on the production of oil as a natural product of the soil. The
prior act fixed the tax at 3 per cent of the market value of the oil

at the time and place of severance, and the amendatory act makes
it a graduated tax ranging from 4 to 11 cents per barrel according

to the gravity of the oil. As applied to the plaintiff's operations

the tax fixed by the amendatory act is about $12,000 more in each
' period of three months than the tax under the prior act would be

for the like period. While admitting the validity of the prior act

and declaring a willingness and readiness to pay the tax imposed
thereby, the plaintiff alleges that the change and enlarged tax im-

posed by the amendatory act is invalid in that that act as applied

to the plaintiff's operations contravenes the equal protection clause

of the fourteenth amendment to the Constitution of the United
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States, and also a provision of the Constitution of the State requir-

ing that severance taxes be predicated upon " either the quantity

or value " of the product at the time and place of its severance.

The parties are citizens of different States and the matter in con-

troversy exceeds in value the jurisdictional requirement. On bring-

ing the suit, the plaintiff applied for an interlocutory injunction

restraining the enforcement against it of the amendatory act pend-

ing the decree on final hearing; but the District Court, composed

of three judges conformably to section 380 of title 28 of the United

States Code, denied the application. An appeal from that order

brings it under review.

The application for an interlocutory injunction was submitted

on ex parte affidavits which are harmonious in some particulars and

contradictory in other. The affidavits, especially those for the

defendant, are open to the criticism that on some points mere con-

clusions are given instead of primary facts. But enough appears

to make it plain that there is a real dispute over material questions

of fact which can not be satisfactorily resolved upon the jDresent

affidavits and yet must be resolved before the constitutional validity

of the amendatory statute can be determined.

The statute provides for the enforced paj^ment of the tax quarterly

in each year. If the tax be paid during the pendency of the suit, and

the statute be adjudged invalid by the final decree, the plaintiff will

be remediless. The laws of the State afford no remedy whereby

restitution of the money so paid may be enforced, even where the

payment is under both protest and compulsion.

Where the questions presented by an application for an interlocu-

tory injunction are grave, and the injury to the moving party will

be certain and irreparable if the application be denied and the final

decree be in his favor, which if the injunction be granted the injury to

opposing party, even if the final decree be in his favor, will be incon-

siderable, or may be adequately indemnified by a bond, the injunction

usually will be granted. Love v. Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe Ry.

Co., 185 Fed. 321, 331-332.

Under this rule and in view of the entire absence under the local

law of an}^ remedy enforceable by the plaintiff if the tax be paid and

afterwards held invalid by the final decree, we are of opinion that the

application for an interlocutory injunction should have been granted,

and that this should have been done upon terms requiring that the

plaintiff (a) punctually and regularly pay the tax fixed by the

prior act, (h) give an adequate bond whereby, in the event the amend-
atory act is adjudged valid by the final decree, the plaintiff and its

surety will be obligated to pay, with interest and without other

penalty, such further amounts as may be necessary, with the prior
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payments, to satisfy the tax fixed by that act, and (c) prosecute the

suit with reasonable expedition to a final decree.

The order is accordingly vacated with directions for further pro-

ceedings in conformity with this opinion.

When the

Special Master's report of his findings of fact, conclusions of law,

and recommendations for a decree is completed, the Clerk of the

Court shall cause the same to be printed ; and when the same is pre-

sented to the Court in printed form, the parties will be accorded a

reasonable time, to be fixed by the Court, within which to present

exceptions. The Special Master shall be allowed his actual expenses

and a reasonable compensation for his services, to be fixed hereafter

by the Court. The allowances to him, the compensation paid to his

stenographic and clerical assistants, and the cost of printing his re-

port shall be charged against and be borne by the parties in such

proportions as the Court hereafter may direct.
