And the said Winbum, in his return to the said rule, having re-

quested the appointment of a committee of members of the bar of

this Court to investigate his record; and this Court having, by

order of May 29, 1933, referred the rule to show cause and the re-

turn, together with all papers relating to the matter, to Mr. George

A. King, of Washington, District of Columbia, to Mr. Charles Fred-

erick Wilson, of Washington, District of Columbia, and to Mr. Fred-

erick W. McEeynolds, of Washington, District of Columbia, as a

committee of the bar of this Court, to make such inquiry into the

matter as should be necessary or appropriate and thereupon to make
a report and recommendation respecting the final action to be taken

herein by this Court conformably to Eule 2, paragraph 5, of the

rules of this Court

;

And the report and recommendation of the said committee having

been received and filed, and it appearing therefrom that the com-

mittee has found that the said Herman Woodward Winburn is an

unfit person to practice at the bar of this Court and that his admis-

sion to the bar of this Court was gained by a violation of the rules

of this Court, and the committee having recommended that the rule

to show cause heretofore issued herein be made absolute and the

respondent disbarred from the further practice of the law before

the bar of this Court;

And the Court being of the opinion that the said Herman Wood-
ward Winburn has been guilty of conduct unbecoming a member
of the bar of this Court, and that he is' an unfit person to practice

at the bar of this Court,

Now, therefore, it is ordered that the said Herman Woodward
Winburn be, and he is hereby, disbarred from the further practice

of the law in this Court, and that his name be, and it is hereby,

stricken from the roll of attorneys admitted to practice before the

bar of this Court.
