"With the concurrence of my colleagues, I announce with regret the

retirement of Mr. Justice Frankfurter who has served this Court with

distinction for the past 24 years.

"All of us, with the exception of Mr. Justice White, have had the

pleasure of serving for years with him, and we exceedingly regret that

the condition of his health compelled his retirement. We are recon-

ciled to the situation, however, by the opinion of his doctor that if he

is relieved of his arduous Court work he will still have years of use-

fulness to the profession to which he has been devoted for 60 years.

We look forward to such a speedy and complete recovery because he

has so much to give from his vast experience.

"As scholar, teacher, public servant, enlightened critic, and member
of this Court for almost a quarter of a century, he has already made a

contribution to our jurisprudence rarely equalled in the life of our

Court. Through each of these facets of his long and notable career, he

looms largelf in the history of our country and we, his colleagues, have

been the most favored beneficiaries of his wisdom and his fellowship.

These we may continue to enjoy because our association with him is not

ended. It will continue unabated in another form.

"Our appreciation of that association and for his great service to

the Court is amplified in a letter to him which, with his response and
the exchange of letters between him and the President on the occasion

of his retirement, will be spread upon the Minutes of the Court."

As the opening day of our 1962 Term approaches, it becomes in-

creasingly difficult for all of us to realize that you will not be in your
accustomed chair, which you filled with such distinction and in such

good fellowship with your colleagues for almost a quarter of a cen-

tury.

All of us, except Mr. Justice White, our newest member, have served

with you for years and we, more than any others, will feel the loss

that comes from your retirement. We regret the necessity for it, but

we reluctantly accept your decision because your doctor has told you
and us that if this course is pursued there will be opened to you new
avenues of usefulness to the profession to which you dedicated your-

self 60 years ago.

Every one of those years was an eventful year for you as you
strained every fiber of your mind and body to the administration of

justice and to the welfare of the Court. Few men in the life of the

Supreme Court have made contributions to its jurisprudence equal

to your own. As a scholar, teacher, critic, public servant, and a mem-
ber of the Court for 24 Terms, you have woven your philosophy of law

and your conception of our institutions into its annals where all may
read them and profit thereby.

Your retirement does not end our association. It merely changes

the form of it. You will always be one of us, and after rest and relaxa-

tion from the rigors of the Court work restore you to health, we look

forward to years of continued happy association with you. In the

meantime, our best wishes for a rapid recovery will always be with

you.

My Dear Brethren:
It would be unnatural for me not to address you thus, although

you have been apprised that I have advised the President of my
decision to retire as of August 28th, under the appropriate provisions

of law, as an active member of the Court. I still address you as I

do, for the endeavors which the business of the Court entails in the

daily intimacy of our association have forged bonds of fellowship

which cannot be abruptly severed. The final manifestation of your

fraternal feelings toward me, your letter of September 2Tth, your

generous words of farewell, are a cheering close to our uniformly

happy curial relations over the years, and I shall enduringly cherish

your moving letter. Retiring from active membership on the Court

of itself would involve a wrench in my life, but the fact is that I

have served the Court in one professional way or another almost from
the day that I ceased to be a law student, not merely during the years

that I have actually been on the Bench.

My years on the Court have only deepened my conviction that its

existence and functioning according to its best historic traditions are

indispensable for the well-being of the nation. The nature of the is-

sues which are involved in the legal controversies that are inevitable

under our constitutional .system does not warrant the nation to expect

identity of views among the members of the Court regarding such is-

sues, nor even agreement on the routes of thought by which decisions

are reached. The nation is merely warranted in expecting harmony of

aims among those who have been called to the Court. This means
pertinacious pursuit of the processes of Reason in the disposition of

the controversies that come before the Court. This presupposes in-

tellectual disinterestedness in the analysis of the factors involved in

the issues that call for decision. This in turn requires rigorous self-

scrutiny to discover, with a view to curbing, every influence that may
deflect from such disinterestedness.

I have spent happy years in my fellowship with you and I carry

away the abiding memory of years of comradeship in grappling with
problems worthy of the best in fallible men.
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My best wishes for happy, long years for each of you and continued

satisfying labors, and every good wish that the Court may contiuue

its indispensable role iu the evolution of our beloved nation.

My Dear Mr. President :

Pursuant to the provisions of 28 U.S.C. Section 371(b), 68 Stat. 12,

I hereby retire at the close of this day from regular active service as

an Associate Justice of the Supreme Court of the United States.

The occasion for my retirement arises from the affliction which I

unexpectedly suffered last April. Since then I have undergone sub-

stantial improvement. High expectations were earlier expressed by

my doctors that I would be able to resume my judicial duties with the

beginning of the next Term of the Court, commencing October 1.

However, they now advise me that the stepped-up therapy essential to

that end involves hazards which might jeopardize the useful years

they anticipate still lie ahead of me.

The Court should not enter its new Term with imcertainty as to

whether I might later be able to return to imrestricted duty. To retain

my seat on the basis of a diminished work schedule would not comport

with my own philosophy or with the demands of the business of the

Court. I am thus left with no choice but to regard my period of active

service on the Court as having run its course.

I need hardly tell you, Mr. President, of the reluctance with which
I leave the institution whose concerns have been the absorbiag interest

of my life. May I again convey to you my gratitude for your call

upon me during the summer and for the solicitude you were kind
enough to express.

My Dear Mr. Justice Frankittrter :

Your retirement from regular active service on the Supreme Court

ends a long and illustrious chapter in your life, and I understand well

how hard a choice you have made. Along with all your host of friends

I have followed with admiration your gallant and determined recovery,

and I have shared the general hope that you would return soon to

the Court's labors. From my own visit I know of your undiminished

spirit and your still contagious zest for life. That you now take the

judgment of the doctors and set it sternly against your own demanding
standard of judicial effectiveness is characteristic, but it comes as an

immediate disappointment.

Still, if you allow it, I will say that there is also consolation in your

decision. I believe it good for you as well as for the rest of us that

you should now be free, in reflective leisure, for activities that are im-

possible in the demanding life of a Justice of the Supreme Court.

You have been part of American public life for well over half a cen-

tury. What you have learned of the meaning of our country is re-

flected, of course, in many hundreds of opinions, in thousands of your

students, and in dozens of books and articles. But you have a very

great deal still to tell us, and therefore I am glad to know that the

doctors are telling you, in effect, not to retire, but only to turn to a

new line of work, with new promise of service to the nation.

Meanwhile, I should like to offer to Mrs. Frankfurter and to you,

for myself and for all Americans, our respectful gratitude for the

character, courage, learning and judicial dedication with which you

have served your country over the last twenty-three years.

"In testimony whereof, I have caused these Letters to be made patent

and the seal of the Department of Justice to be hereunto affixed.

"Done at the City of Washington, this twenty-eighth day of Sep-

tember, in the year of our Lord one thousand nine hundred and sixty-

two, and of the Independence of the United States of America the one

himdred and eighty-seventh.

(b) Same: Form. The summons shall be signed by the clerk,

be under the seal of the court, contain the name of the court and the

names of the parlies, be directed to the defendant, state the name
and address of the plaintiff's attorney, if any, otherwise the plaintiff's

address, and the time within which these rules require the defendant

to appear and defend, and shall notify him that in case of his failure

to do so judgment by default will be rendered against him for the

relief demanded in the complaint. When, under Rule 4(e), service

is made pursuant to a statute or rule of court of a state, the summons,
or notice, or order in lieu of summons shall correspond as nearly as

may be to that required by the statute or rule,

(d) Summons: Personal Service.

Within State. Whenever a statute of the United States or an order

may be made under the circumstances and in the manner prescribed

i by the statute or order, or, if there is no provision therein prescribing

provides (1) for service of a summons, or of a notice, or of an order in

lieu of summons upon a party not an inhabitant of or found within

the state, or (2) for service upon or notice to him to appear and
respond or defend in an action by reason of the attachment or garnish-

ment or similar seizure of his property located within the state, service

may in either case be made under the circumstances and in the manner
prescribed in the statute or rule.

(f ) Territorial Limits or Effective Service. All process other

than a subpoena may be served anywhere within the territorial limits

of the state in which the district court is held, and, when authorized

by a statute of the United States or by these rules, beyond the terri-

torial limits of that state. In addition, persons who are brought in

as parties pursuant to Rule 13(h) or Rule 14, or as additional parties

to a pending action pursuant to Rule 19, may be served in the manner
stated in paragraphs (l)-(6) of subdivision (d) of this rule at all

places outside the state but within the United States that are not more
than 100 miles from the place in which the action is commenced, or

to which it is assigned or transferred for trial ; and persons required

to respond to an order of commitment for civil contempt may be served

at the same places. A subpoena may be served within the territorial

limits provided in Rule 45.
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(i) Alternative Provisions for Service in a Foreign Country.

(1) Manner. Wlien the federal or state law referred to in

subdivision (e) of this rule authorizes service upon a party not

an inhabitant of or found within the state in which the district

court is held, and service is to be effected upon the party in a for-

eign country, it is also sufficient if service of the summons and

complaint is made: (A) in the manner prescribed by the law of

the foreign country for service in that coimtry in an action in

any of its courts of general jurisdiction; or (B) as directed by
the foreign authority in response to a letter rogatory, when serv-

ice in either case is reasonably calculated to give actual notice;

or (C) upon an individual, by delivery to him personally, and
upon a corporation or partnership or association, by delivery to

an officer, a managing or general agent; or (D) by any form of

mail, requiring a signed receipt, to be addressed and dispatched

by the clerk of the court to the party to be served; or (E) as

directed by order of the court. Service under (C) or (E) above

may be made by any person who is not a party and is not less than

18 years of age or who is designated by order of the district court

or by the foreign court. On request, the clerk shall deliver the

smnmons to the plaintiff for transmission to the person or the

foreign court or officer who will make the service.

(2) Return. Proof of service may be made as prescribed by

subdivision (g) of this rule, or by the law of the foreign country,

or by order of the court. Wlien service is made pui^uant to sub-

paragraph (1) (D) of this subdivision, proof of service shall

include a receipt signed by the addressee or other evidence of

delivery to the addressee satisfactory to the court.

^ULE 5. Service and Filing of Pleadings and Other Papers

(a) Service: When Required. Except as otherwise provided in

these rules, every order required by its terms to be served, every

pleading subsequent to the original complaint unless the court other-

wise orders because of numerous defendants, every written motion
other than one which may be heard ex parte, and every written notice,

appearance, demand, offer of judgment, designation of record on
appeal, and similar paper shall be served upon each of the parties.

No service need be made on parties in default for failure to appear
except that pleadings asserting new or additional claims for relief

against them shall be served upon them in the manner provided for

service of summons in Rule 4.
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EuLE 6. Time

(a) Computation. In computing any period of time prescribed

or allowed by these rules, by the local rules of any district court, by

order of court, or by any applicable statute, the day of the act, event,

or default from which the designated period of time begins to run

shall not be included. The last day of the period so computed shall

be included, unless it is a Saturday, a Sunday, or a legal holiday, in

which event the period runs until the end of the next day which is

not a Saturday, a Sunday, or a legal holiday. When the period of

time prescribed or allowed is less than 7 days, intermediate Saturdays,

Sundays, and legal holidays shall be excluded in the computation.

As used in this rule and in Kule 77 (c), "legal holiday" includes New
Years Day, Washington's Birthday, Memorial Day, Independence

Day, Labor Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day,

and any other day appointed as a holiday by the President or the Con-

gress of the United States, or by the state in which the district court

is held.

(b) Enlargement. When by these rules or by a notice given

thereunder or by order of court an act is required or allowed to be

done at or within a specified time, the court for cause shown may at

any time in its discretion (1) with or without motion or notice order

the period enlarged if request therefor is made before the expiration

of the period originally prescribed or as extended by a previous order

or (2) upon motion made after the expiration of the specified period

permit the act to be done where the failure to act was the result of

excusable neglect; but it may not extend the time for taking any
action under Eules 50(b), 52(b), 59(b), (d) and (e), 60(b), and
73 (a) and (g), except to the extent and under the conditions stated

in them.

EuLE 7. Pleadings Allowed ; Form of Motions

(a) Pleadings. There shall be a complaint and an answer ; a reply

to a counterclaim denominated as such ; an answer to a cross-claim, if

the answer contains a cross-claim ; a third-party complaint, if a person

who was not an original party is summoned under the provisions of

Eule 14; and a third-party answer, if a third-party complaint is

served. No other pleading shall be allowed, except that the court

may order a reply to an answer or a third-party answer.

Eule 12. Defenses and Objections—When and How Presented—
BY Pleading or Motion—Motion for Judgment on
Pleadings

(a) When Presented. A defendant shall serve his answer within

20 days after the service of the summons and complaint upon him.
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except when service is made under Rule 4(e) and a different time is

prescribed in the order of court under the statute of the United States

or in the statute or rule of court of the state. A party served with

a pleading stating a cross-claim against him shall serve an answer

thereto within 20 days after the service upon him. The plaintiff shall

serve his reply to a counterclaim in the answer within 20 days after

service of the answer or, if a reply is ordered by the court, within

20 days after service of the order, unless the order otherwise directs.

The United States or an officer or agency thereof shall serve an an-

swer to the complaint or to a cross-claim, or a reply to a counterclaim,

within 60 days after the service upon the United States attorney of

the pleading in which the claim is asserted. Tlie service of a motion

permitted under this rule alters these periods of time as follows, imless

a different time is fixed by order of the court : (1) if the court denies

the motion or postpones its disposition until the trial on the merits,

the responsive pleading shall be served within 10 days after notice

of the court's action; (2) if the court grants a motion for a more
definite statement the responsive pleading shall be served within 10

days after the service of the more definite statement.

Rule 13. Counterclaim and Cross-Claim

(a) Compulsory Counterclaims. A pleading shall state as a

counterclaim any claim which at the time of serving the pleading the

pleader has against any opposing party, if it arises out of the transac-

tion or occurrence that is the subject matter of the opposing party's

claim and does not require for its adjudication the presence of third

parties of whom the court cannot acquire jurisdiction. But the

pleader need not state the claim if (1) at the time the action was

commenced the claim was the subject of another pending action, or

(2) the opposing party brought suit upon his claim by attachment

or other process by which the court did not acquire jurisdiction to

render a personal judgment on that claim, and the pleader is not

stating any counterclaim under this Rule 13.

Rule 14. Third-Party Practice

(a) When Defendant May Bring in Third Party, At any time

after commencement of the action a defendant, as a third-party plain-

tiff, may cause a summons and complaint to be served upon a person not

a party to the action Avho is or may be liable to him for all or part of

the plaintiff's claim against him. The third-party plaintiff need not

obtain leave to make the service if he files the third-party complaint

not later than 10 days after he serves his original answer. Otherwise

he must obtain leave on motion upon notice to all parties to the

action. The person served with the summons and third-party com-

plaint, hereinafter called the third-party defendant, shall make his

defenses to the third-party plaintiff's claim as provided in Rule 12
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and his counterclaims against the third-party plaintiff and cross-

claims against other third-party defendants as provided in Rule 13.

The third-party defendant may assert against the plaintiff any de-

fenses which the third-party plaintiff has to the plaintiff's claim. The
third-party defendant may also assert any claim against the plaintiff

arising out of the transaction or occurrence that is the subject matter

of the plaintiff's claim against the third-party plaintiff. The plaintiff

may assert any claim against the third-party defendant arising out

of the transaction or occurrence that is the subject matter of the

plaintiff's claim against the third-party plaintiff, and the third-party

defendant thereupon shall assert his defenses as provided in Rule 12

and his counterclaims and cross-claims as provided in Rule 13. Any
party may move to strike the third-party claim, or for its severance

or separate trial. A third-party defendant may proceed under this

rule against any person not a party to the action who is or may be

liable to him for all or part of the claim made in the action against

the third-party defendant.

Rule 15. Amended and Supplemental Pleadings

(d) Supple:mental Pleadings. Upon motion of a party the court

may, upon reasonable notice and upon such terms as are just, permit

him to serve a supplemental pleading setting forth transactions or

occurrences or events which have happened since the date of the

pleading sought to be supplemented. PeiTnission may be granted even

though the original pleading is defective in its statement of a claim

for relief or defense. If the court deems it advisable that the adverse

party plead to the supplemental pleading, it shall so order, specifying

the time therefor.

Rule 24. lNTEmT:NTiON

(c) Procedure. A person desiring to intervene shall serve a mo-

tion to intervene upon the parties as provided in Rule 5. The motion

shall state the grounds therefor and shall be accompanied by a plead-

ing setting forth the claim or defense for which intervention is sought.

The same procedure shall be followed when a statute of the United

States gives a right to intervene. 'When the constitutionality of an

act of Congress affecting the public interest is drawn in question in

any action to which the United States or an officer, agency, or em-

ployee thereof is not a party, the court shall notify the Attorney

General of the United States^s provided in Title 28,* U.S.C., § 2403.

Rule 25. Substitution of Parties

(a) Death.

(1) If a party dies and the claim is not thereby extmguished,

the court may order substitution of the proper parties. The mo-
tion for substitution may be m.ade by any party or by the sue-
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cessors or representatives of the deceased party and, together with

the notice of hearing, shall be served on the parties as provided

in Eule 5 and upon persons not parties in the manner provided

in Rule 4 for the service of a summons, and may be served in any

judicial district. Unless the motion for substitution is made not

later than 90 days after the death is suggested upon the record

by service of a statement of the fact of the death as provided

herein for the service of the motion, the action shall be dismissed

as to the deceased party.

Rule 26. Depositions Pending Action

(e) Objections to Admissibility. Subject to the provisions of

Rules 28(b) and 32(c), objection may be made at the trial or hearing

to receiving in evidence any deposition or part thereof for any reason

which would require the exclusion of the evidence if the witness were

then present and testifying.

Rule 28. Persons Before Whom Depositions May Be Taken

(b) In Foreign Countries. In a foreign country, depositions may
be taken ( 1 ) on notice before a pei^on authorized to administer oaths

in the place in which the examination is held, either by the law thereof

or by the law of the United States, or (2) before a person commis-

sioned by the court, and a person so commissioned shall have the

power by virtue of his commission to administer any necessary oath

and take testimony, or (3) pursuant to a letter rogatory. A com-

mission or a letter rogatory shall be issued on application and notice

and on terms that are just and appropriate. It is not requisite to the

issuance of a commission or a letter rogatory that the taking of the

deposition in any other manner is impracticable or inconvenient ; and

both a commission and a letter rogatory may be issued in proper

cases. A notice or commission may designate the person before whom
the deposition is to be taken either by name or descriptive title. A
letter rogatory may be addressed "To the Appropriate Authority in

[here name the country]." Evidence obtained in response to a letter

rogatory need not be excluded merely for the reason that it is not a

verbatim transcript or that the testimony was not taken under oath

or for any similar departure from the requirements for depositions

taken within the United States under these rules.

Rule 30. Depositions Upon Oral Examination

(f) Certification and Filing By Officer; Copies; I^Totice of

Filing.

(1) The officer shall certify on the deposition that the witness

was duly sworn by him and that the deposition is a true record

of the testimony given by the witness. He shall then securely

seal the deposition in an envelope indorsed with the title of the
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action and marked "Deposition of [here insert name of witness]"

and shall promptly file it with the court in which the action is

pending or send it by registered or certified mail to the clerk there-

of for filing.

EuLE 41. Dismissal of Actions

(b) Involuntary Dismissal: Effect Thereof. For failure of

the plaintiff to prosecute or to comply with these rules or any order

of court, a defendant may move for dismissal of an action or of any

claim against him. After the plaintiff, in an action tried by the court

without a jury, has completed the presentation of his evidence, the

defendant, without waiving his right to offer evidence in the event

the motion is not granted, may move for a dismissal on the ground

that upon the facts and the law the plaintiff has shown no right to

relief. The court as trier of the facts may then determine them and

render judgment against the plaintiff or may decline to render any

judgment imtil the close of all the evidence. If the court renders

judgment on the merits against the plaintiff, the court shall make
findings as provided in Eule 52(a). Unless the court in its order for

dismissal otherwise specifies, a dismissal under this subdivision and

any dismissal not provided for in this rule, other than a dismissal for

lack of jurisdiction or for improper venue or for lack of an indis-

pensable party, operates as an adjudication upon the merits.

Eule 49. Special Verdicts and Interrogatories

(b) General Verdict Accompanied by Answer to Interroga-

tories. The court may submit to the jury, together with appropriate

forms for a general verdict, written interrogatories upon one or more
issues of fact the decision of which is necessary to a verdict. The
court shall give such explanation or instruction as may be necessary

to enable the jury both to make answers to the interrogatories and to

render a general verdict, and the court shall direct the jury both to

make written answers and to render a general verdict. When the

general verdict and the answers are harmonious, the appropriate

judgment upon the verdict and answers shall be entered pursuant to

Eule 58. When the answers are consistent vdth each other but one

or more is inconsistent with the general verdict, judgment may be

entered pursuant to Eule 58 in accordance with the answers, not-

withstanding the general verdict, or the court may return the jury

for further consideration of its answers and verdict or may order a

new trial. When the answers are inconsistent with each other and

one or more is likewise inconsistent with the general verdict, judg-

ment shall not be entered, but the court shall return the jury for

further consideration of its answers and verdict or shall order a new
trial.
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Rule 50. Motion for a Directed Verdict and for Judgment Not-
withstanding THE Verdict

(a) Motion for Directed Verdict: When Made; Effect. A
party who moves for a directed verdict at the close of the evidence

offered by an opponent may offer evidence in the event that the motion

is not granted, without having reserved the right so to do and to the

same extent as if the motion had not been made. A motion for a

directed verdict which is not granted is not a waiver of trial b}^ jury

even though all parties to the action have moved for directed verdicts.

A motion for a directed verdict shall state the specific grounds there-

for. The order of the court granting a motion for a directed verdict

is effective without any assent of the jury.

(b) Motion FOR Judgment Notwithstanding the Verdict. IVhen-

ever a motion for a directed verdict made at the close of all the evi-

dence is denied or for any reason is not granted, the court is deemed
to have submitted the action to the jury subject to a later determina-

tion of the legal questions raised by the motion. Not later than 10

days after entry of judgment, a party who has moved for a directed ver-

dict may move to have the verdict and any judgment entered thereon set

aside and to have judgment entered in accordance with his motion for

a directed verdict ; or if a verdict was not returned such party, within

10 days after the jury has been discharged, may move for judgment

in accordance with his motion for a directed verdict. A motion for a

new trial may be joined with his motion, or a new trial may be prayed

for in the alternative. If a verdict was returned the court may allow

the judgment to stand or may reopen the judgment and either order

a new trial or direct the entry of judgment as if the requested verdict

had been directed. If no verdict was returned the court may direct

the entry of judgment as if the requested verdict had been directed or

may order a new trial.

(c) Same: Conditional Rulings on Grant of Motion.

(1) If the motion for judgment notwithstanding the verdict,

provided for in subdivision (b) of this rule, is granted, the court

shall also rule on the motion for a new trial, if any, by determin-

ing whether it should be granted if the judgment is thereafter

vacated or reversed, and shall specify the grounds for granting or

denying the motion for the new trial. If the motion for a new

trial is thus conditionally granted, the order thereon does not

affect the finality of the judgment. In case the motion for a new

trial has been conditionally granted and the judgment is reversed

on appeal, the new trial shall proceed unless the appellate court

has otherwise ordered. In case the motion for a new trial has

been conditionally denied, the appellee on appeal may assert error

in that denial ; and if the judgment is reversed on appeal, subse-

If the

appellate court reverses the judgment, nothing in this rule precludes

it from determining that the appellee is entitled to a new trial, or

Rule 52. Findings by The Court

(a) Effect. In all actions tried upon the facts without a jury or

with an advisory jury, the court shall find the facts specially and

state separately its conclusions of law thereon, and judgment shall

be entered pursuant to Rule 58; and in granting or refusing inter-

locutory injunctions the court shall similarly set forth the findings

of fact and conclusions of law which constitute the groimds of its

action. Requests for findings are not necessary for purposes of re-

view. Findings of fact shall not be set aside unless clearly erroneous,

and due regard shall be given to the opportunity of the trial court to

judge of the credibility of the witnesses. The findings of a master,

to the extent that the court adopts them, shall be considered as the

findings of the court.

Rule 56. Summary Judgment

(c) Motion and Proceedings Thereon. The motion shall be

served at least 10 days before the time fixed for the hearing. The ad-

verse party prior to the day of hearing may serve opposing affidavits.

The judgment sought shall be rendered forthwith if the pleadings,

depositions, answers to interrogatories, and admissions on file, to-

gether with the affidavits, if any, show that there is no genuine issue as

to any material fact and that the moving party is entitled to a judg-

ment as a matter of law. A summary judgment, interlocutory in

character, may be rendered on the issue of liability alone although

there is a genuine issue as to the amount of damages.
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(e) Form of Atfidavits ; Further Testimony ; Defense Eequired.

Supporting and opposing affidavits shall be made on personal knowl-

edge, shall set forth such facts as would be admissible in evidence, and

shall show affirmatively that the affiant is competent to testify to the

matters stated therein. Sworn or certified copies of all papers or parts

thereof referred to in an affidavit shall be attached thereto or served

i therewith. The court may permit affidavits to be supplemented or

opposed by depositions, answers to interrogatories, or further affi-

davits. TVTien a motion for summary judgment is made and supported

as provided in this rule, an adverse party may not rest upon the mere

allegations or denials of his pleading, but his response, by affidavits

or as otherwise provided in this rule, must set forth specific facts show-

ing that there is a genuine issue for trial. If he does not so respond,

summary judgment, if appropriate, shall be entered against him.

Rule 58. Entry of Judgment

Subject to the provisions of Rule 54(b) : (1) upon a general verdict

of a jury, or upon a decision by the court that a party shall recover

only a sum certain or costs or that all relief shall be denied, the clerk,

unless the court otherwise orders, shall forthwith prepare, sign, and

enter the judgment without awaiting any direction by the court; (2)

upon a decision by the court granting other relief, or upon a special

verdict or a general verdict accompanied by answers to interrogatories,

the court shall promptly approve the form of the judgment, and the

clerk shall thereupon enter it. Every judgment shall be set forth on

a separate document. A judgment is effective only when so set forth

and when entered as provided in Rule 79(a). Entry of the

judgment shall not be delayed for the taxing of costs. Attorneys shall

not submit forms of judgTnent except upon direction of the court, and

these directions shall not be given as a matter of course.

district court may provide by local rule or order that its clerk's office

shall be open for specified hours on Saturdays or particular legal
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holidays other than New Year's Day, Washington's Birthday, Me-
morial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans Day, Thanks-

giving Day, and Christmas Day. All motions and applications in the

clerk's office for issuing mesne process, for issuing final process to

enforce and execute judgments, for entering defaults or judgments by

default, and for other proceedings which do not require allowance

or order of the court are grantable of course by the clerk; but his

action may be suspended or altered or rescinded by the court upon
cause shown.

(d) Notice of Orders or Jitdgments. Immediately upon the entry

of an order or judgment the clerk shall serve a notice of the entry

by mail in the manner provided for in Rule 5 upon each party who
is not in default for failure to appear, and shall make a note in the

docket of the mailing. Such mailing is sufficient notice for all pur-

poses for which notice of the entry of an order is required by these

rules; but any party may in addition serve a notice of such entry in

the manner provided in Rule 5 for the service of papers. Lack of

notice of the entry by the clerk does not affect the time to appeal or

relieve or authorize the court to relieve a party for failure to appeal

within the time allowed, except as permitted in Rule 73(a).

Rule 79. Books and Records Kept by the Clerk and Entries

(a) Civil Docket. The clerk shall keep a book known as "civil

docket" of such form and style as may be prescribed by the Director

of the Administrative Office of the United States Courts with the

approval of the Judicial Conference of the United States, and shall

enter therein each civil action to which these rules are made applicable.

Actions shall be assigned consecutive file numbers. The file number

of each action shall be noted on the folio of the docket whereon the

first entry of the action is made. All papers filed with the clerk, all

process issued and returns made thereon, all appearances, orders,

verdicts, and judgments shall be entered chronologically in the civil

docket on the folio assigned to the action and shall be marked with

its file number. These entries shall be brief but shall show the nature

of each paper filed or writ issued and the substance of each order or

judgment of the court and of the returns showing execution of process.

The entry of an order or judgment shall show the date the entry is

made. When in an action trial by jury has been properly demanded

or ordered the clerk shall enter the word "jury" on the folio assigned

to that action.

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Statement of Mr. Justice Black and Mr. Justice Douglas on the
KuLEs OF Civil Procedure and the Proposed Amendments

Mr. Justice Black and Mr. Justice Douglas are opposed to the sub-

mission of these rules ^ to the Congress under a statute which permits

them to "take eifect" and to repeal "all laws in conflict with such rules"

without requiring any affirmative consideration, action, or approval

of the rules by Congress or by the President. ^ We believe that while

some of the Rules of Civil Procedure are simply housekeeping details,^

many determine matters so substantially affecting the rights of liti-

gants in law suits that in practical effect they are the equivalent of

new legislation Avhich, in our judgment, the Constitution requires to

be initiated in and enacted by the Congress* and approved by the

President.^ The Constitution, as we read it, provides that all laws

shall be enacted by the House, the Senate, and the President, not by

the mere failure of Congress to reject proposals of an outside agency.

Even were there not this constitutional limitation, the authorizing

statute itself qualifies this Court's power by imposing upon it a solemn

responsibility not to submit rules that "abridge, enlarge or modify any

substantive right" and by specifically charging the Court with the

duty to "preserve the right to trial by jury as at common law and as

declared by the Seventh Amendment to the Constitution." ^ Our
chief objections to the rules relate essentially to the fact that many of

their provisions do "abridge, enlarge or modify" substantive rights

and do not "preserve the right to trial by jury" but actually encroach

upon it.

(1) (a) Rule 50(a) is amended by making the order of a judge

granting a motion for a directed verdict effective without submitting

the question to the jury at all. It was pointed out in Galloway v.

United States, 319 U.S. 372, 396, 401-407 (dissenting opinion), how
judges have whittled away or denied the right of trial by jury through

the devices of directed verdicts and judgments notwithstanding ver-

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diets. Although the amendment here is not itself a momentous one,

it gives formal sanction to the process by which the courts have been

wresting from juries the power to render verdicts. Since we do not

approve of this sapping of the Seventh Amendment's guarantee of a

jury trial, we cannot join even this technical coup de grace.

(b) The proposed amendment to 50(c) in practical effect vests ap-

pellate courts with more power than they have had to grant or deny

I
new trials. The Court in Cone v. West Virginia Pulp <& Paper Co.^

330 U.S. 212, 217-218, and Globe Liquor Co. v. San Roman, 332 U.S.

I 571, refused to construe the federal rules then existing to allow Courts

I of Appeals to interfere with trial judges' discretion to grant new
trials. To the extent that jury verdicts are to be set aside and new
trials granted, we believe that those who hear the evidence, the trial

judges, are the ones who should primarily exercise such discretion.

(c) The proposed amendment to Rule 56(e) imposes additional

burdens upon litigants to protect against summary judgments ren-

dered without hearing evidence on the part of witnesses who are

confronted by the persons against whom they testify so that these

persons can subject the witnesses to cross-examination. The sum-

mary judgment procedure, while justified in some cases, is made a

handy instrument to let judges rather than juries try law suits and to

let those judges try cases not on evidence of witnesses subjected to

cross-examination but on ex parte affidavits obtained by parties.

Most trial lawyers would agree, we think, that a litigant can fre-

quently obtain in an actual trial favorable testimony which could not

have been secured by affidavits or even by depositions.

(d) If there are to be amendments. Rule 49 should be repealed.

That rule authorizes judges to require juries to return "only a special

verdict in the form of a special written finding upon each issue of

fact" or to answer "written interrogatories upon one or more issues

of fact the decision of which is necessary to a verdict" in addition to

rendering the general verdict. Such devices are used to impair or

wholly take away the power of a jury to render a general verdict. One
of the ancient, fundamental reasons for having general jury verdicts

was to preserve the right of trial by jur}^ as an indispensable part of a

free government. Many of the most famous constitutional contro-

versies in England revolved around litigants' insistence, particularly

in seditious libel cases, that a jury had the right to render a general

verdict without being compelled to return a number of subsidiary

findings to support its general verdict. Some English jurors had to

go to jail because they insisted upon their right to render general

verdicts over the repeated commands of tyrannical judges not to do

so. Rule 49 is but another means utilized by courts to weaken the

constitutional power of juries and to vest judges with more power to
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decide cases according to their ovvii judgments. A scrutiny of the

special verdict and written interrogator^^ cases in appellate courts

I

will show the confusion that necessarily results from the emiployment
' of these devices and the ease with which judges can use them to take

away the right to trial by jury. We believe that Rule 49 be repealed,

not amplified.

I (2) There is a proposal to amend Rule 41, which provides for

I

dismissal of actions. We believe that, if the Rules are to be changed,

a major amendment to this rule is required in the interest of justice.

Before dismissing a plaintiff's action for failure of his lawyer to prose-

cute, the trial judge should be required to have notice served on the

plaintiff himself. The hardship that can result from the absence of

such requirement is shown by Link v. Wabash R. Co., 370 U.S. 626.

Link's lawyer failed to appear in response to a judge's order for a

pre-trial conference, and the judge dismissed the case. As pointed out

in the dissent, plaintiff had been severely injured, and a fair system

of justice should not have penalized him because his lawyer, through

neglect or any other reason, failed to appear when ordered. It would

do a defendant no injury for the court to refuse to dismiss any appar-

ently bona fide case until the plaintiff has actually had notice that

some failure of his lawyer has irked the judge.

(3) ]\lr. Justice Black and Mr. Justice Douglas object to the

changes in Rule 4, which for the first time permit a Federal District

Court to obtain jurisdiction over a defendant by service of process

outside the state or over his property by garnishment or attachment,

under the circumstances and in the manner prescribed by state law.

Those changes will apparently have little effect insofar as "federal

question" litigation is concerned, since 28 U.S.C. § 1391(b) requires

such suits to be brought "only in the judicial district where all de-

fendants reside * * *." Diversity actions, however, may be greatly

increased, for the effect of proposed 4(e) is not limited to suits author-

ized by such statutes as the Federal Interpleader Act, 28 U.S.C. § 1335.

See Advisory Committee Rept., 5-8; 28 U.S.C. § 1391(a) ; Fed.' Rules

Civ. Proc. 1. We see no justification for an increase in the number
of diversity cases. We also see no reason why the extent of a Federal

District Court's personal jurisdiction should depend upon the existence

or nonexistence of a state "long-arm" statute. Moreover, at present

a state court action commenced by attachment or garnishment can get

into a District Court only if a nonresident defendant chooses to appear

and remove the case, see 28 U.S.C. § 1441, and there is no good reason,

absent a congressional finding, why this should be changed.

Instead of recommending changes to the present Rules, we recom-

mend that tlie statute authorizing this Court to prescribe Rules of

Civil Procedure, if it is to remain a law, be amended to place the
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responsibility upon the Judicial Conference rather than upon this

Court. Since the statute was first enacted in 1934, 48 Stat. 1064, the

Judicial Conference has been enlarged and improved and is now very-

active in its surveillance of the work of the federal courts and in

recommending appropriate legislation to Congress. The present

Rules produced under 28 U.S.C. § 2072 are not prepared by us but

by Committees of the Judicial Conference designated by the Chief

Justice, and before coming to us they are approved by the Judicial

Conference pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 331.'^ The Committees and the

Conference are composed of able and distinguished membei^ and they

render a high public service. It is they, however, who do the work,

not we, and the rules have only our imprimatur. The only contribu-

tion that we actually make is an occasional exercise of a veto power.

If the rule-making for Federal District Courts is to continue under

the present plan, we believe that the Supreme Court should not have

any part in the task; rather, the statute should be amended to sub-

stitute the Judicial Conference. The Judicial Conference can par-

ticipate more actively in fashioning the rules and affirmatively con-

tribute to their content and design better than we can. Transfer of

the function to the Judicial Conference would relieve us of the em-

barrassment of having to sit in judgment on the constitutionality of

rules which we have approved and which as applied in given situa-

tions might have to be declared invalid.

"Ordinarily I do not file dissents from denials of certiorari. But
this is far from an ordinary case. The action of the Court in denying

certiorari is almost as shocking to me as the arbitrary manner in which
the trial judge shut off every effort of petitioner to amend its com-
plaint so as to invoke a right granted by a federal statute and to have
its case fully tried on sworn evidence rather than summarily disposed

of on affidavits and preliminary papers.

"Petitioner, a local dairy having a single plant in Ohio, filed this

action against respondent, a large national company operating in

interstate commerce, seeking treble damages under the Eobinson-

Patman Act, whicli outlaws discriminations in price between pur-

chasers of commodities of like grade and quality where any of the

purchases involved are in interstate commerce. The complaint
charged that respondent, selling from a plant at Shelby, Ohio, had
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damaged petitioner by cutting milk prices where it competed with

petitioner but not cutting prices elsewhere in Ohio. The complaint

did not, however, allege any price discrimination which involved sales

across state lines. Petitioner then asked the court to allow it to

amend its complaint to show that, although respondent cut prices

for intrastate sales where it competed with petitioner, it did not cut

prices for sales made in interstate commerce. It seems clear to me
that this amendment would have brought petitioner's case within the

protective provisions of the statute. Nevertheless the trial judge

twice rejected petitioner's efforts to add this simple but necessary

factual allegation. His right of recovery being thus threatened with

permanent destruction by the judge, petitioner moved to dismiss his

case without prejudice in order that he would be able to file a new
suit upon payment of the costs of the first. The trial judge, however,

refused even to allow petitioner orally to argue the merits of his

motion and rendered summary judgment, dismissing the case so as

to bar petitioner from ever bringing another suit. The trial judge

saw fit to ignore Rule 15(a), which says that leave to amend ^shall

be freely given when justice so requires'. This and the other Federal

Rules 'reject the approach that pleading is a game of skill in which

one misstep by counsel may be decisive to the outcome and accept

the principle that the purpose of pleading is to facilitate a proper

decision on the ments'. Conley v. Gihson^ 355 U.S. 41, 48 (1957).

The Federal Rules were meant to prevent just the sort of technical

and arbitrary action that took place below. The frustration of statu-

tory rights by harsh and unjustifiable procedural rulings is wholly out

of place in an enlightened system of jurisprudence.

"Moreover, I think the result below is irreconcilable with this

Court's decision in Moore v. Mead^s Fine Bread Co.^ 348 IT.S. 115

(1954) , in which we said that the Robinson-Patman Act condemns the

monopolistic practice mider which profits made in nondiscriminatory

interstate transactions are used to offset losses arising from discrimi-

natory price-cutting at the local level. I believe that the Court of

Appeals in the present case misconstrued both the statute and
Moore when it held that respondent's interstate shipments 'from other

than its Shelby, Ohio, plant' were 'wholly immaterial' to this case.

Refusing to grant certiorari here means that this Court is allowing

the economic resources and staying power of an interstate company
to be used with impunity to destroy local competition, precisely the

sort of thing the Robinson-Patman Act aimed to prevent. The
present case presents an important question of price-cutting by inter-

state business with local plants, each of which services largely a local

area but all of which draw on the economic power of the national

operation. Judgments like the one left standing here make it difR-
