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(0) to the prosecutor’s argument to the jury that an unfavor-
able inference could be drawn against the accused as a conse-
quence of his having exercised these constitutional rights;

(¢) to questions as to why he did not consent to the search of
the car (thus necessitating obtaining a search warrant) and to an
argument on this point.

“2. Whether a defense witness who was arrested and charged along
with the defendant on trial can be properly asked why he did not pro-
test his innocence earlier than at the trial, and can the prosecutor
argue this point to the jury?”

Dear Birr: Only when you made your decision known did we fully
sense what that meant to us and to the Court. For us, as colleagues and
friends, your absence from the Conference table and our deliberations:

Whether ultimately we agreed or not, as colleagues
we valued highly your unparalleled knowledge of the multitude of
decisions of the Court covering more than one-third of this century.

the 19th century when Marshall and then Taney were here.

We shall miss your vast reservoir of firsthand knowledge of the
Court’s cases of the past 36 years and, as well, the warm daily contacts
in Conference and on the Bench. It goes without saying that we shall
expect you to share our table as usual, for you remain Senior Justice
Emeritus.
