Today's orders of the

Court have been certified by the Chief Justice, filed with the Clerk, and

will not be announced orally. The Court now recognizes the Solicitor

General, Mr. Charles Fried."

Mr. Solicitor General Charles Fried said:

"Mr. Chief Justice, and may it please the Court, I have the honor to

present to the Court the seventy-sixth Attorney General of the United

States, the Honorable Dick Thornburgh of Pennsylvania."

The Chief Justice said:

"Mr. Attorney General, on behalf of the Court I welcome you as the

chief law officer of the government and as an officer of this Court. We
welcome you to the performance of the very important duties which will
