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QUESTION PRESENTED:

North Dakota law makes it a criminal offense for a motorist who has been arrested for 
driving under the influence to refuse to submit to a chemical test of the person's blood, breath, 
or urine to detect the presence of alcohol. The Supreme Court of North Dakota held that the 
State may criminalize any refusal by a motorist to submit to such a test, even if a warrant has 
not been obtained. The question presented is:

Whether, in the absence of a warrant, a State may make it a crime for a person to refuse 
to take a chemical test to detect the presence of alcohol in the person's blood.
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
