THEIR OWN DECISION TO PROVIDE HEALTH INSURANCE WITHOUT

QUESTION PRESENTED:

Whether the Religious Freedom Restoration Act ("RFRA'') allows the Government to force 
objecting religious nonprofit organizations to violate  their beliefs by offering health plans with 
"seamless" access to coverage for contraceptives, abortifacients, and sterilization.
